Scholarship Information 

INTENT 
The Christian Education Committee of Trinity Presbyterian Church has permanent scholarship funds to aid and assist people who desire to continue their education but who cannot because of their economic situation. The scholarship is for those wanting to pursue a college under-graduate or graduate degree or certification in a designated curriculum (like a high school, charter school, trade or vocational school) of no less than two semesters. Available to anyone desiring further education that has been accepted by a post-secondary institution accredited by the United States Department of Education, the scholarship is intended for both high school students and adults wishing to seek a degree or certification. 

AMOUNT 
Each scholarship awarded maybe any amount up to $500 and will be paid to the chosen school. Exceptions to the dollar amount will be considered. The applicant must reapply each semester for further scholarship consideration. Schools will return the full or prorated amount of the scholarship should the student fail to complete the course of study for which the scholarship was awarded. 

EXPECTATIONS 
The Scholarship Committee reserves the right to expect and insist upon regular attendance at classes, consistent with the rules and requirements of the chosen school, and not be on disciplinary or academic probation. Scholarship consideration is not based on a scholastic grade point average. Future scholarships will be offered after confirmation of these criteria by an academic advisor.

APPLICATION AND SELECTION PROCESS 
To apply, students must submit this application with *Required Attachments to The Christian Education Scholarship Committee, C/O Jim Howard prior to May 1 and/or December 1.

Students must notify the Scholarship Committee of the receipt of any other educational grants or scholarship assistance as soon as the student receives notification of those awards. 

Scholarship recipients will be selected on an objective basis using academic criteria. Financial need and motivation will be determined by the committee using information from this application.

NOTIFICATION OF AWARDS 
Scholarship recipients and their schools will be notified in May or December, or at another time if designated by the Scholarship Committee. 

PAYMENT OF AWARDS 
There are only two funding periods. Payment of the scholarship awards will be made in May and/or December. Checks will be made payable to the school for the student's account and will be forwarded to the financial aid office. Remaining balances will be returned to Trinity Presbyterian Church Scholarship Committee. 

REPAYMENT 
Although there will not be a formal request for repayment of the scholarship funds, each recipient will be asked to consider a donation to the Scholarship Fund when he/she has become gainfully employed. This will ensure that those that come behind will have the same opportunities as those who have benefited from this gift.
